DESCRIPTION

Situated in this quiet sought-after pocket of Newington, on the south side of Edinburgh, the property enjoys easy access to the city centre. Mayfield Terrace falls within the Blacket Conservation Area, conveniently situated between Minto Street and Dalkeith Road and known for its leafy ambience and elegant properties. Newington offers a wide choice of excellent local shops and services for everyday needs, including banking and post office services, late-opening convenience stores and delicatessens together with many interesting and unusual specialist shops. There is also a major supermarket available at the Cameron Toll Shopping Centre, within a short bus or car journey of the property. There are many frequent bus services to the City centre available a short walk away, from either Dalkeith Road or Minto Street.

The flat is convenient for the University Campuses, the Royal Dick Veterinary College, The Royal Hospital for Sick Children and the new Edinburgh Royal Infirmary. This area of the City is well served for nursery, primary and secondary schools in both the public and private sectors. Leisure facilities are available within walking distance at the Royal Commonwealth Pool and pleasant walks can be enjoyed nearby in Holyrood Park. This area of the City offers a wide choice of restaurants, bars and stylish coffee shops, plus concert halls and a multi-screen cinema.

This charming garden flat forms part of a traditional stone-built semi-detached villa. The property offers spacious accommodation, in good decorative order throughout, with the major benefit of a private off-street parking space and secluded south-facing garden to the rear. The lounge/dining room has a south-facing bay window looking onto the garden and the stylish kitchen has been completely re-fitted within the last 2 years. There are 2 well-proportioned bedrooms and a bathroom with shower. The flat also benefits from gas central heating and excellent storage space, including a cellar/workshop. A wrought-iron side gate, marked 26c, leads down steps to a paved entrance courtyard and the private door to the property.

The accommodation comprises:

Entrance hall/Garden room, bay windowed Lounge/Dining room, fitted Kitchen, 2 Bedrooms and Bathroom with shower. Rear hall/storage room with further walk-in store off. Large storage cellar/workshop. All fitted carpets, curtains and window blinds are included, together with the fridge and freezer, gas cooker and extractor hood above. For the avoidance of doubt, the glazed wall-mounted cupboard in the entrance hall and the fitted shelves in Bedroom 2 are specifically excluded.
ENTRANCE HALL:   17’ 9” x 6’ 9” (5.42m x 2.06m)

Private outer door, with astragalled window to one side, opens into a bright entrance hall/garden room. Central cupola detail, a further astragalled window to the rear and French doors to the garden give this room a light and airy ambience. Ceramic tiled floor. Plain coving. Recessed downlighters.  Two radiators. French doors lead into the Lounge.

LOUNGE/DINING ROOM: 20’ 3” into bay x 17’ 7” widest (6.20m x  5.68m)

A spacious room with bay window to the rear, enjoying south-facing view to the garden. Window to the side overlooking the entrance courtyard. Ample space for dining. Plain coving. Parquet flooring. Telephone point. TV aerial point. Two radiators. 15-pane astragalled glazed door leads into the inner hall. 

INNER HALL:   15’ 5” x 8’ 2” at widest points (4.70m x 2.50m)

L-shaped inner hall giving access to the remaining accommodation. Recessed downlighters. Fitted bookshelves. Central heating thermostat.

KITCHEN:   11’ 5” x 6’ 11” (3.48m x 2.10m)
Stylish modern kitchen with astragalled window to the side overlooking the entrance courtyard. Fitted with wall and floor-mounted units in attractive beech-framed design, providing generous storage and workspace. Deep window shelf with space below for pots and pans. Stainless steel 2½ bowl sink with mixer tap. Tiled splashback. Slot-in style gas cooker with chimney style, externally vented, extractor hood above are included, together with the fridge and freezer. Plumbing and space for automatic washing machine. Corner cupboard housing hot water cylinder and header tank for central heating. Concealed floor-mounted central heating boiler. Ceramic tiled floor. Spotlight fitting.   

BEDROOM 1:   16’ 8” x 15’ 9”  (5.08m x 4.80m)

Large double bedroom with astragalled window to the side overlooking the entrance courtyard. Fitted wall lights. Quality beech wood flooring. Telephone point. TV aerial point. Radiator. 
BEDROOM 2:   13’ 6” maximum x 6’ 7”  (4.12 x 2.00m)

Second bedroom with astragalled window to the side overlooking the entrance courtyard. Cork-tiled floor. Radiator.

BATHROOM:  9’ 11” x 4’ 8” (3.02m x 1.45m)

Bathroom fitted with traditionally styled white suite comprising W.C., pedestal wash-hand basin and bath with Mira power shower above. Shower curtain rail. Ceramic tiling to dado height and behind the bath to shower height. Extractor fan.  Radiator.
REAR HALL:  11’ 7” x 3’ 8” (3.53m x 1.12m)

To the rear of the inner hall a door leads into a rear hall giving access to useful storage area with wall-mounted cupboards. Electricity meter and fuseboard wall-mounted at high level. Deep shelved cupboard with gas meter and cold water tank. Connecting door to cellar.

CELLAR/WORKSHOP:   19’ 6” x 8’ 5” (5.94m x 2.56m)

Useful storage or workshop space with electric power and light. Venting for tumble-dryer. 

OUTSIDE

To the front of the property there is a private off-street parking space. To the rear of the property there is a fully enclosed secluded private garden, which is south-facing and a really delightful feature. The entrance courtyard is paved for ease of maintenance.
